Hello all and welcome to the first Lettre Jerriaise of the month of May. It's
the English bloke Anthony who has the pleasure of presenting it from my
home in Howden in East Yorkshire. To start, I want to express my great
sadness on receiving the news of the death of Enid De Gruchy. Enid was a
good friend to Celia and me for many years; she helped me when I was a
Jérriais student, and later we were both members of the Executive
Committee of L'Assembliée. She supported me when I had the honour of
being named President and later she became President after my term was
at an end. Enid will remain in our memories always.

The last time I was in Jersey was for the Eisteddfod in January. Since that
time we have travelled a bit — around 28,672 miles exactly! Two weeks
after we got home, we found ourselves on a plane for the longest flight in
the world — sixteen and a half hours from Heathrow to Perth in Australia.
When we left London the temperature was 8 degrees, but in Perth on our
arrival it was 38, and two days later it had climbed to 43, which is quite
hot, I can guarantee! In Perth we were to meet our group to travel around
the continent of Australia, but before that we spent a day with my nephew
Alex and his wife and their two sons who we had never met before.

Some days later we went to Adelaide and then by coach to Kangaroo
Island, an island twenty times larger than Jersey but with only 5,000
inhabitants. There are many more of the animals for which the island I
named, and we also saw koalas, echidnas which are like hedgehogs, and
sea-lions. After visiting Melbourne, we took the plane to Uluru, the
traditional name for Ayers Rock. It is truly magnificent to see, at sunset
and by moonlight. Our guide showed us the stars and constellations that

are not visible on the north of the Equator. From there we went by coach to



Alice Springs, then flew to Darwin, to Cairns where 1 snorkelled among
the fish and corals of the reef, and then to Sydney where 1 swam at the
famous Bondi beach and we visited the Opera House.

After Australia, New Zealand was our target. At Auckland, there were
buses going to St. Heliers — a town over there named after our capital. We
travelled by train, coach and boat everywhere, from Paihia in the north of
the North Island to Dunedin in the south of the South Island. New Zealand
is larger than the United Kingdom. The southern alps are magnificent, but
what struck us was the city of Christchurch. They had a terrible earthquake
in 2011 and many buildings are still to be demolished and rebuilt. They are
restoring the cathedral with the intention of completing around the end of
2027, but there is a temporary replacement, the cardboard cathedral, which
is very beautiful.

On our way home we visited my cousin in Sydney and spent two days in
the beautiful Blue Mountains and we had two nights in Singapore to drink
a Sling at Raffles Hotel and to see the flowers in the magnificent gardens.
We have so many good memories and thousands of photos.
